Please pass on my comments to the Public Service Board members regarding docket number 8167,
noise investigation.

| have owned my property for nearly thirty years on 595 Farm Rd and my home abuts the Kingdom
Community Wind installation.

Since the project went into operation | have suffered the following health issues:
Sleep deprivation that will ruin the following day leaving me feeling irritable and with low energy.

Depression that has worsened in recent months. A feeling of no longer wanting to come home and no one
cares what has happened. The feeling that all is lost and my home has been taken from me.

When the wind direction is coming from the south the wind turbine will be directly downstream in line with
my home, the noise levels during this time may vary from sixty decibels or as low as thirty outside my
home. These measurements are taken with a hand held monitor.

When the above conditions are met at night | will be woken for periods minutes or hours. The sounds will

be similar to a large aircraft flying over head or a swooshing noise followed by a mechanical

thumping. Usually the morning after, | send an email to the DPS my experiences. A few days later a GMP
employee will email me and promise to look into the operations and get back to me. To date GMP has

never expressed a concern other than to monitor the levels at my home for two weeks. This is hardly an answer.

During the day when the wind conditions described earlier are in place, local residents that are working on
my home who in the past supported KCW, cannot believe any person should have to live with such an
intrusion. For myself during these periods | have no interest in hiking to the further most boundaries of my
land as the noise levels increase with each step. | rearrange my patio furniture and use my home as the
buffer and try to enjoy what is left of my home.

A leaking faucet in a home at night can be as low as twenty five decibels. According to the issued
Certificate of Public Good for the KCW, that level of noise is acceptable. Waking up in the middle of the

night and not being able to get back to sleep is more than a person should be asked to endure.

My work takes me outside of Vermont for approximately 200 days a year. | honestly do not believe | could
live in my home year round under the present conditions.

The following are GMPs answer to noise and nuisance:
GMP's lease with one of the land owners as recorded in the Lowell Vermont Public Records Book 55
pages 12-81. The grantor will hold the grantee harmless from the visual effects emit noise levels during

construction and operation.

GMP purchased my neighbor's home (the former Day residence) located less than 600 feet from my residence.

GMP's recent purchase of the Nelson farm.

In conclusion, most residents in the town of Lowell fully understand what has occurred at my home since
the KCW has been in operation. My home’s value has depreciated and is no longer marketable. Two local
realtors when advertising property in Lowell have mentioned the subject property is located miles from the
KCW project.

Since GMP has purchased the Nelson farm several locals including myself have experienced higher than



normal noise levels.

Green Mountain Power had destroyed my home and has taken my life’s’ work.

I urge the PSB to investigate the effects the project has had on local residents such as me. Should
there be any future wind projects in Vermont, people living in a nearby vicinity should be made aware of
the effects and be compensated for their losses.
