INTERRUPTIBLE DELIVERY SERVICE RATE 02

FOR CONTROLLED WATER HEATING

AVAILABILITY


This rate is limited to customers taking service on this Rate prior to November 15, 1999.  This Rate is not transferable from one customer to another or from one tenant to a succeeding tenant in an existing dwelling unit.  It is offered subject to the continued availability and operability of receivers and other related equipment.


To continue qualifying for this Rate, the electric water-heating unit being controlled must be the sole source of hot water for the residence or business.  It must have a tank size of at least 40 gallons.  Top and bottom heating elements must not exceed 5.5 kW each, and they must be interlocked to permit only one element to operate at any time.

RATE


Customers will be billed for all delivery service for electrical usage under Residential Delivery Service Rate 01 or General Delivery Service Rate 06, but will receive the following credits for permitting control of their water heating unit.

Interruption Period:


The Company has the right to interrupt the delivery of generation service to the controlled water heater up to eight (8) hours per day.  Control periods will be initiated at the Company’s discretion with normally not more than four (4) hours of continuous control in any control period, for a total not to exceed eight (8) hours per day.  The minimum interval between interruptions will normally be no less than four (4) hours.

CUSTOMER BILLING TERMS

The participation credits provided under this rate will be reflected on the customer’s normal Residential Delivery Service Rate 01 or General Delivery Service Rate 06 bills.  Otherwise, this rate will have no impact on the way Residential Delivery Rate 01 or General Delivery Rate 06 is calculated or billed.  The monthly credit of $0.00 for interruption shall not be applied to reduce the net amount billed under Residential Delivery Rate 01 or General Delivery Rate 06 below the minimum charge.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

It is the responsibility of the Customer to maintain its water heating unit and keep it in good repair and working order.  The Company shall not be responsible for repair and maintenance of the Customer’s water heating unit.  The Company shall be responsible for the repair and maintenance of the control unit.


The Company reserves the right to inspect both the Company’s equipment and the Customer’s water heater unannounced, during normal business hours.  If there is evidence of alteration or tampering with the Company’s control unit, Customer will reimburse the Company for the cost of replacement or repair of the control unit, and the credits to the customer’s bills during the Customer’s time of service under this rate.  In addition, the Company may remove the Customer from service under this rate.


The Company reserves the right to control the Customer’s water heater as long as needed under emergency conditions experienced by the Company in its delivery of supply to other firm customers.


The Company’s Terms and Conditions in effect from time to time, where not inconsistent with any provision hereof, are a part of this rate.

Effective on a service rendered basis beginning on September 1, 2001.
