1. Operation and maintenance of the net metering system shall be in accordance with the
plans and evidence submitted in this proceeding. Any material or substantial change in the
project is prohibited without prior Board approval.

2. The net metering system shall comply with applicable existing and future statutory
requirements and Board Rules and Orders.

3. This Certificate shall not be transferred without prior approval of the Board. The
holder of this Certificate must notify the Board, the Vermont Department of Public Service, and
the appropriate electric utility of any proposed transfer of the Certificate.

4. At a 300-foot radius from the base of the tower, the sound level from the turbine shall
not exceed 50dB. If an interested party requests a sound test and the Board agrees it is necessary
to have sound testing done, the Applicant shall pay the first $500 in costs for a sound study, the
balance to be paid by the person(s) initiating the request.
