2. The Montagnes shall pay the entire cost of the distribution system upgrades.

3. The Montagnes shall file the Facilities Study, Generation Interconnection Agreement,
and Operating Protocols and Technical Requirements with the Department of Public Service and
the Public Service Board as they become available.

4. The Montagnes shall not transport any manure or other substrate for use in the digester
without prior approval from the Board.

5. This Certificate of Public Good shall not be transferred without prior approval of the
Board.
