IT Is HEREBY CERTIFIED that the Public Service Board of the State of Vermont this day
found and adjudged that the reconductoring of 3 miles of 34.5 kV transmission line in Lyndon,
Vermont, by the Village of Lyndonville Electric Department ("LED"), in accordance with the
evidence and plans submitted in this proceeding (the "Project"), will promote the general good of
the State, subject to the following conditions:

1. Construction, operation, and maintenance of the Project shall be in accordance with the
plans and evidence submitted in this proceeding.

2. Prior to commencement of site preparation for and construction of the Project, LED
shall file with the Public Service Board ("Board") confirmation that it has obtained all required
permits and copies of the same shall have been filed with the Board.

3. This Certificate of Public Good shall not be transferred without prior approval of the
Board.

4. In order to minimize any wetland crossing associated with project construction, LED
shall first investigate using alternate routes across adjoining properties. In cases where alternate
routes are not feasible, LED shall use rubber swamp mats, approximately 16 feet wide by 4 feet
long, within the right-of-way. The mats shall be placed sequentially beginning at the edge of the
wetland and shall be left in place for no more than four weeks. Any soil disturbance associated

with the mat placement shall be mulched with weed-free straw upon removal of the mats.
