Dear Ms Anderson;
My wife and I are residents of Windham Vermont, where a proposed turbine 'wind farm’ of many wind turbines 500 ft. high is being forced upon us.   I have researched and become very aware of how noise and infrasound affects people living within a certain range, and how the noise pollution is a detriment to actually living in your home.   Giant turbines make noise, some are turned into the wind by giant creaky chains and motors, and the placement of these turbines affects the people living closest.  The wind also carries sound for miles.
I bought land in Windham VT in 1991, spent years clearing land and carefully planned and built my home and  moved from New Rochelle NY to Windham VT in 2001, to raise my family in a quiet, safe environment  and  to live in a quiet area, with clean air and clean water.   I was surprised to learn how wind turbines are noise producers and actually produce a noise levels that are harmful to sleep patterns.  

I purchased a modern dish washer with very low noise levels of 42db (advertised as very low and can’t hear it) and I can’t have the dishwasher on and watch TV.   And as the dishwasher is now 2 years old it is louder.  Noise levels should be limited to 35db or below within 1 mile of the turbine at all times and as the windmills age. 
 I am also concerned about the large concrete bases required for a tower 500’ high.  And the blinking red lights and the impact on our water, the construction of many turbines affecting wildlife.  They will have to build a cement plant to build the bases on the pristine mountains where it will affect wildlife and quality of water.   Wind turbines are better in parts of the country where wind is constant, where there is not a mountainous landscape, and where people do not live close by. For these reasons and many more, Vermont is not a good fit for wind. 
 For those forced to live with Wind Turbines as a forced Democrat energy platform where our representatives are not listening to the voters I say good luck in the next election.  That said, I would specifically request that noise standards be implemented that help Vermonters to continue to be happy in their homes . All of us matter.   
I am considering selling my beautiful home on Burbee Pond and moving, but not one home has sold in our town in the last 2 years with the windmills hanging over our heads.    There are over 300 voters in our town and the majority does not want windmills.   We are being forced to accept them.   Vermonters want a say in where the windmills are sighted.
Please consider noise level reductions to a MAX of 35dBA.
